FREESTANDING WOOD HEATERS

The following diagrams illustrate the minimum clearances required for installation of Jarrahdale freestanding wood
heaters next to combustible walls and on combustible flooring.

When wall materials are combustible, such as timber, a half-round Safety Flue Guard with a minimum height

of 1000mm is required for all freestanding models. Your wood heater may be installed closer than shown if wall
materials are not considered combustible, such as brick or plaster, or if the wall is protected by an additional shield.
Please consult your sales representative for further advice.

If the wood heater is installed onto combustible flooring such as carpet, vinyl or cork, a hearth is required with
adequate front clearance, as shown below.
